Minutes of the Temple Ewell Parish Council Meeting held at Temple Ewell Lower Village Hall on Tuesday 25 June 2024, commencing at 7.15pm
2425/032 Present: Cllrs., Mrs A Newington, Dr M Parks, C Lynch, M Bowman, D Prescott.
In attendance: Clerk, and 1 member of the public and County Cllr. D Beaney.
2425/033. Apologies for absence: Cllrs. Mousley, Watson & Bateman & PC Chris Bates.
2425/034. Declarations of Interest. None
2425/035. Approval of Minutes of Meeting held 28 May 2024. Proposed by Cllr. Bowman and seconded by Cllr. Dr. Parks. Unanimously approved as a true record. 
2425/036. Adjournment of the meeting for Parishioners questions & comments. 
Nicholas Robbins from TEPS thanked the Parish Council for the D-Day anniversary event which had helped pupils understand the history, and for permitting the Boot Fair organised by TEPC PTFA to go ahead. This raised £600 enabling the school to purchase 32 Google Chrome Books to assist with child education.
2425/037. Reports from Dover District Councillors. Cllr. Beaney advised that the Dover Local Plan should be formally adopted by the end of 2024, and highlighted an area of the new policy that would make it easier to add buildings within the perimeters of existing properties. He also advised that the Dover Fasttrack Bus route should be completed by July and the service commenced shortly after this date.
2425/038. Report from County Councillor David Beaney. Nothing specific relating to KCC to report.
2425/039. Local Crime Report from PC Christopher Bates. Unfortunately, PC Bates was seconded to operational duties earlier in the evening and was unable to attend the meeting. However, his May report indicated some shoplifting and anti-social behaviour in River but no issues of concern in Temple Ewell. The April crime data revealed 5 reported crimes in Temple Ewell and no repeat of the issues around Kearsney Station seen in the previous months.
2425/040. Reports from Committees.

Allotments – The committee met on 2 June; several plot holders have relinquished their plots due to ill health and have been replaced by new people, leaving just 2 people on the waiting list.
Events – D-Day 80th Anniversary Event, Thursday 6 June were a success. Cllr. Dr. Parks thanked those who attended and the Clerk & Steven Price for organising the Beacon which was lit at 9.15pm as part of the national celebrations, as well as Rev. Parrish for his speech and church bellringing earlier in the evening.
TEPS PTFA Boot fair -Sunday 9 June. This initial event was a success and the PTFA are looking to organise a similar event later in the summer. 
Finance – No Report.
Social Media – Facebook – top 2 posts since the last meeting: Advertisement for D-Day anniversary event (587 views) and warning of forthcoming roadworks in the village (347). The Website has 138 views in June so far compared with 137 in May.
Planning – The Committee did not review any applications since the last full Parish Council meeting.
2425/041. Reports from the Clerk.

a) Highways Improvement Plan. Cllrs. Mousley & Lynch attended an online meeting with KCC Representative Lezanne Cesar where the following issues were discussed:
· Proposals for two Speed Tables on London Road has again been refuted by KCC advising that they must form part of a wider Traffic Management Scheme. Cllrs. gave examples of existing speed tables in East Kent not linked to a wider scheme and have challenged KCC Highways Management regarding their refusal to adopt similar traffic calming measures in Temple Ewell. 

· HGV traffic in Templeside. KCC were provided with photographic evidence and have indicated that they will install additional signage on the south bound approach to Templeside advising that the road is unsuitable for HGV’s and provides no access to the A2.

· Alkham Road/London Road junction. KCC advised that the absence of serious crashes, no mention on the local transportation plan and a lack of funding mean that no action can be taken here. Clerk to pursue DDC in relation to mention of possible signalisation in the Local Plan, and the increased traffic from the expanding Whitfield Housing requiring some improvement to the junction in line with the Parish Council’s simplified plansv to improve vehicle & pedestrian safety.

· London Road (opposite Egerton Road) drainage issues. Lezanne Cesar to approach the KCC

Drainage Team again to see if alterations to improve the drainage in this location can be made. 
b) Licensing Agreement for the maintenance of the embankment adjacent to Lorna’s Hairdressers. A revised plan without the wooden sleepers has been submitted to KCC for approval.
c) Steps at Dragon Wood Car Park. With the improved weather conditions, these are now safer. Work is scheduled for the autumn once the vegetation has died off and nearby nesting birds have gone.
d) Repairs to CCTV system. Linking of the church external cameras to the church’s own system has been ruled out due to incompatibility of systems. Guardian Security have quoted £1287.60 for repairs. Cllr. Beaney suggested contacting an alternative local company who may provide a cheaper quotation.
2425/042. Planning Decisions by Dover District Council. 
24/00282 Erection of detached annexe at 28 Park Road, Temple Ewell – Granted 
24/00431 Erection of a 2-storey detached annexe, Skewbridge House, London Road, Temple Ewell -Granted.

24/00463 Erection of a detached double car barn, Bayze House, Egerton Road, Temple Ewell – Granted.
2425/043. Request for new Litter Bin adjacent to Bus Stop at The Railway Bell, London Road. DDC have quoted £380 for installation & £190 a year for servicing. The meeting decided to monitor the litter in this location before deciding whether it was worthwhile proceeding with the installation of a litter bin.
2425/044 Approval of Payments and Bank Reconciliation for May 2024. Approval proposed by Cllr. Prescott and seconded by Cllr. Bowman. Unanimously approved.

2425/045. Parking issues in Lower Road, Temple Ewell possibly linked to Kearsney Abbey. Several parishioners have highlighted this issue, however previous discussions with both DDC and KCC indicate that there is little that can be done unless additional double yellow lines are marked which would then create other issues such as lack of residents parking and a likely increase in vehicle speeds along Lower Road.
2425/046. Planning Enforcement notifications. DDC are investigating the following:
a) ENF/24/00187 Erection of fencing adjoining Pond Close Nursery, London Road, Temple Ewell.
b) ENF/24/00178 Erection of porch, 2 Church Hill, Temple Ewell (corner of Brookside)
2425/047 Any other business.

a) Cllr. Mrs Newington reported that the village history sign was rusting and needed refurbishment.

b) Cllr. Bowman reported that Dragon Wood was experiencing abuse by dog owners. 
c) Cllr. Beaney advised that he may have access to some funding to aid drainage improvements at Dragon Wood Car Park. Clerk to arrange a site meeting with Cllr. Bateman to review drainage options
