Minutes of the Temple Ewell Parish Council Meeting held at Temple Ewell Lower Village Hall on Tuesday 28 May 2024, commencing at 7.15pm
2425/001. Present: Cllrs. G Mousley, Mrs A Newington, Dr M Parks, C Lynch, M Bowman. 
In attendance: Clerk, and 3 members of the public. 
2425/002. Election of Chairman. Cllr. Mousley was unanimously re-elected as Chairman and duly completed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office in the presence of the Clerk.

2425/003. Apologies for absence: Cllr. Prescott, District Cllr. Rose.
2425/004. Co-option of Andrew Bateman & Stuart Wilson to the Parish Council. It was unanimously agreed to co-opt both; they duly completed their Declaration of Acceptance of Office.
2425/005. Declarations of Interest. Cllr. Bateman advised that his company had produced the plans for the application to be discussed at item 26 on the agenda.
2425/006 Election of Parish Council Vice-Chairman. Cllr. Dr M Parks was unanimously elected as Vice-Chairman.
2425/007 Adjournment of the meeting for Parishioners questions & comments. Mr N Robbins advised that Temple Ewell Primary School was preparing for year 6 students to leave and that they were moving to many different secondary schools within East Kent. 
2425/008. Reports from Dover District Councillors. No reports received.
2425/009. Report from County Councillor David Beaney. No report received.
2425/010. Review of terms of reference & appointment of members to existing Committees:

There were no changes to the terms of reference for any of the committees. Members appointed to committees as follows:

2425/011. To appoint new committees. No new committees were appointed.
2425/012. Standing Orders and Financial Regulations. These were reviewed and it was unanimously agreed that they be adopted, including an amended version of the Financial Regulations in line with the revised template produced by the National Association of Local Councils.
2425/013. Inventory of Land and other assets. This was reviewed and unanimously agreed to be adopted.
2425/014. Insurance Arrangements. The 2 quotations were reviewed, and it was unanimously agreed to renew the insurance policy with Clear Councils (Aviva).
2425/015. Risk Assessment. This had been updated by the Clerk and was reviewed by the Council, who unanimously agreed to approve the summary document. The Clerk would progress the outstanding issues at King George V Playing Field & Dragon Wood Car Park. Cllr. Bateman advised that he had a contact who may be able to review the drainage situation and provide possible solutions for Dragon Wood Car Park.
2425/016. Review of Parish Council Policies. The following policies were reviewed, and it was unanimously agreed that they be adopted: Complaints Procedure, Freedom of Information Requests, Data Protection, Dealing with the Press/Media, Employee Discipline & Grievance, Publication Scheme, Document & Records Retention, Social Media.
2425/017. Expenditure under Section 137 of the Local Government Act. The Clerk advised that this shall be limited to £15,134 for the current financial year. Expenditure for 2023/24 under Section 137 amounted to £3180 (23% of the limit available).
2425/018. Review of regular monthly Bank Account payments. The list submitted by the Clerk was unanimously approved.
2425/019. Venue & dates for Council Meetings in 2024/25. These will be held on the last Tuesday of each month commencing at 7:15pm apart from August & December when no meeting will be held. The Annual Parish Meeting will be held in April. It was unanimously agreed that the meetings will be held at Temple Ewell Lower Village Hall.
2425/020. Approval of Minutes in relation to the Meeting held 26 March 2024.
The minutes were adopted as a true record. Proposed by Cllr. Dr.Parks and seconded by Cllr. Mrs Newington. 
2425/021. Chairman’s announcements. Cllr. Mousley reminded the meeting that it was likely at some point within the next 12 months that he would be moving away from the village.
2425/022. Reports from Committees.

Allotments – The next Committee meeting is scheduled for Sunday 2 June. There are currently 2 vacant plots which are in the process of being re-allocated from the waiting list of 6 people.
Events – D-Day 80th Anniversary Celebrations, Thursday 6 June. Arrangements are in place for the Church        Bells to be rung at 6.30pm. Clerk to finalise plans for the lighting of the Beacon at King George V Playing Field at 9.15pm and arrange for appropriate accompanying music to be played.
TEPS PTFA Boot fair -Sunday 9 June. Cllr. Mousley advised that recent discussions with the PTFA had confirmed that all required arrangements were in place and that currently there were 25 Cars booked to attend. Councillors were asked to support this event if available.
Finance – No Report.
Social Media – Facebook – top 3 posts since the last meeting: TEPS PTFA Boot Fair (254 views), Annual Parish Meeting (211) & Temporary Traffic Lights on London Road (181). The Website had 286 views in March, 159 in April & 146 so far in May.  
Planning – The Committee reviewed the following applications since the last full Parish Council meeting:

a) 24/00431 Construction of 2 storey annexe, Skewbridge House, London Road, Temple Ewell
b) 24/00463 Erection of a detached double garage, Bayze House, Egerton Road, Temple Ewell.
c) 24/00282 Erection of a detached annexe, 28 Park Road, Temple Ewell. 

d) 24/00268 Erection of a replacement dwelling, 24 Park Road, Temple Ewell.
No objections were raised to any of the applications; however, concerns were expressed regarding the potential visual amenity impact on applications 24/00431 & 24/00268.
2425/023. Reports from the Clerk.

a) Clearance of roadside drains at the bottom of Wellington Road. Despite the requests from the Parish Council, supported by KCC Highways, the KCC Drainage Team have refused to take any immediate action, but have confirmed that these drains are to be cleaned in August in line with their 3-year plan. Clerk to contact KCC Cllr. Beaney to see if this cleansing can be brought forward.
b) Local Crime Data: 14 reported crimes in March, the majority of which occurred in Kearsney including at the Railway Station. PC Chris Bates advised that he is in regular contact with the Rural Task Force Team regarding nuisance motorcycles on Scotland Common. Chris hopes to attend our meeting in June. Clerk to request an increased Police presence around Kearsney and check CCTV coverage at the railway station.
c) Licensing Agreement for the maintenance of the embankment adjacent to Lorna’s Hairdressers. A revised plan without the wooden sleepers has been submitted to KCC for approval.
d) Repairs to CCTV system. The broken camera covering King George V Playing field has been replaced. A meeting is scheduled at the Church of St. Peter & St. Paul on 7 June to discuss the potential re-allocation of the church external cameras to the church’s own system.
e) Highways Improvement Plan: following the April site meeting with KCC, a virtual follow-up meeting has been scheduled for 14 June at 1pm. Cllrs. Mousley, Dr. Parks & Lynch agreed to attend. 
2425/024. Planning Decisions by Dover District Council. 
24/00080 Erection of Agricultural barn & new vehicular access, Pond Close Nursery, London Road. Refused. It was believed that this decision is to be appealed by the applicant.
2425/025. Planning Applications reviewed by the Parish Council.
24/00491 Erection of first floor side extension, 92 Templeside, Temple Ewell. No objection to be raised.
2425/026. Approval of Payments and Bank Reconciliation for March & April 2024. Approval proposed by Cllr. Dr. Parks and seconded by Cllr. Lynch. Unanimously approved.

2425/027. Approval of accounts for the Madeline Watson Charity (Temple Ewell Allotments) & King George V Playing Field Temple Ewell Charity (Parish Council sole Trustee for both Charities).

The unaudited accounts for year ended 31 March 2024 were both reviewed and unanimously approved.

2425/028. Approval of Annual Governance Statement for year ended 31 March 2024.

The Governance statement was reviewed and unanimously approved. 
2425/029. Approval of Accounting Statements for year ended 31 March 2024.
The internal audit was completed by A J Kilbee who had raised no issues. The Statements were reviewed and unanimously approved.

2425/030. Approval of the revised KALC Parish Councils / Dover District Council Charter. The revised Charter was unanimously approved.
2425/031 Any other business.

a) Village Archive display location sought by Temple Ewell Newsletter. It was suggested that the Church of St.Peter & St.Paul or Dover Museum may be suitable locations.
b) Deterioration of steps leading from the Car Park to Dragon Wood. Refurbishment scheduled for next Spring, however a review will be undertaken to see if interim repairs can be made.
c) Cllr. Mrs Newington advised that a triangular patch of grass at the bottom of Green Lane had failed to be cut on the last two occasions that DDC contractors had visited the village. Clerk to report to DDC. 
There being no other business, the meeting closed at 8.56pm.
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
