Minutes of the Temple Ewell Parish Council Meeting held at Temple Ewell Lower Village Hall on Tuesday 30 September 2025 commencing at 7.15pm
2526/075. Present: Cllrs., Mrs A Newington, Dr. M Parks, Dr. L Schoeb, C Lynch, S Wilson, M Bowman. In attendance: Parish Clerk.
2526/076. Apologies for absence: Cllrs. Bateman & Prescott, N. Robbins.
2526/077. Declarations of Interest. None.
2526/078. Approval of Minutes of Meeting held 29 July 2025. Proposed by Cllr. Mrs Newington & Seconded by Cllr. Bowman.  Approved as a true record. 
2526/079. Chairman’s announcements. Clarification of Local Government Re-organisation from Cllr. Kevin Mills, Leader of DDC together with a survey seeking potential positive & negative impacts of the introduction of Unitary Authorities. 
2526/080. Adjournment of the meeting for Parishioners questions & comments. No Parishioners present.
2526/081. Reports from Committees.

Allotments – Annual rent payments due by 1 October; one outstanding. Allotments AGM Sunday 5 October.
Events – Village Footpath Walk on 21 September cancelled due to poor weather forecast. Xmas Lights Event – Clerk to contact Pharos Choir to see if they will attend again and also seek availability of Village Hall to host the catering and Santa Claus gift presentations. Branching Out have offered to supply a Christmas tree for Players’ Corner – Clerk to check suitability.
Finance – No report. Half-yearly review due at next meeting.
Social Media – Facebook – 2066 viewings of Bus Shelter post. Website 315 viewings this month & 272 in August (average 266 per month).
Planning – 25/00904 revised extensions to 23 Lower Road, Temple Ewell. Issues regarding impact on Conservation Area and to neighbouring properties due to building height increase advised.
2526/082. Reports from the Clerk.
a) Local Police & Crime report.  8 crimes reported in July (Lydden 4 & River 14). Concerns expressed regarding 4 crimes at Temple Close. PC Ansley unable to attend meeting due to shift rota.
b) London Road Bus Shelter replacement. DDC sent photos of Stagecoach clearing debris of the damaged shelter along with details of a witness of was on the bus that hit the shelter to initiate an insurance claim. No response yet received; Clerk to chase DDC. Dover Society will also raise this issue at their meeting with DDC in October.
c) Illegal CCTV and fencing at 16 Templar Road. DDC have confirmed that they cannot act in relation to the CCTV cameras as the property owner has advised that he suffered harassment concerns at his previous address and has concerns that this will happen again in Temple Ewell. DDC have confirmed that the fencing requires planning permission due to being in a Conservation Area; the Enforcement Team have an ongoing investigation.
d) Dissolution of Kent County Council. The deadline for submission of a plan for Kent is 28 November; at present there are two proposed options involving District Councils adjoining Dover to form an East Kent Unitary Authority.
e) Damage to King George V Playing Field. During the school holidays there has been damage caused to the playing field and play equipment as well as the school having been broken into, and items stolen. There was also an assault on a young child by a 9-year-old boy and issues of inappropriate behaviour within the churchyard. These issues have been reported to the Police, and repairs made to damaged areas except for the play equipment (see item 2526/090 below).
f) Highways Improvement Plan update. Cllr. Parks & Clerk attended an online meeting with KCC on 23 September. Items discussed were as follows:
1. DDC Planning Enforcement are investigating the absence of a kerb & footpath at the junction of Kearsney Avenue & London Road which should have been completed as part of the Railway Bell re-development. 
2. KCC are investigating whether a 7.5 tonne restriction can be placed on Lower Road to prevent HGV’s using it as a short cut, however it will not be possible to add further 20mph roundels. They will consider installing “SLOW” markings on the road near to the viaduct where there are already school children warning signs. 
3. Illegal & dangerous parking at Templeside and George & Dragon Place junctions with London Road. KCC have indicated that the addition of Double Yellow Lines is unlikely to be agreed, however they have suggested the installation of white “Dog Bone” markings by DDC and that the Parish Council issue reminders to villagers and to get the school to do the same. 
4. There have again been issues of flooding on London Road by the Egerton Road junction due to heavy rainfall and additional property construction. KCC to be contacted as in July 2024 they advised that road resurfacing would be carried out to assist drainage, and this work is yet to be undertaken.
2526/083. Planning Applications from Dover District Council. 
a) 25/01020 Erection of outbuilding (retrospective) at 15 Templar Road, Temple Ewell. No objections to be raised to this application.
2526/084. Planning Decisions by Dover District Council. 
a) 25/00791 Erection of side extension at 1 Malvern Meadow, Temple Ewell – Granted.
b) 25/00732 Crown reduction of Beech tree at The Stables, Bushy Ruff – Granted.
2526/085. Approval of Payments & Bank reconciliation for July & August 2025. These were proposed by Cllr. Dr Schoeb and seconded by Cllr. Mrs Newington. Unanimously approved.
2526/086. Purchase of Wreaths and attendance at Remembrance Day Church ceremony. Purchase agreed via Royal British Legion. Cllr. Parks will attend the Church ceremony on Sunday 9 November & Cllr. Mrs Newington will attend the dedication at Players’ Corner.
2526/087. Request for a Grant of £500 from TE Newsletter. Proposed by Cllr. Lynch and seconded by Cllr. Wilson. Unanimously approved.
2526/088. Repairs to Car Park at Church Hill and suggestion for 20mph speed limit. It was agreed that quotes will be sought for repairs and possible re-marking of the parking area. It was thought likely that KCC would not approve the marking of a reduced speed limit due to the likely average speeds of vehicles and inability to install signage like the discussions held regarding Lower Road.
2526/089. Refurbishment of King George V Playing Field embankment area including waste recycling bins. Quotes will be sought early in 2026 with a view to the work being undertaken in August 2026.
2526/090. Replacement of rotting timber on play equipment at KGV Field. It was agreed to accept the quotation from the equipment manufacturers (Caledonia Play) to replace the rotting timber and damaged steps to the multi-play tower.
2526/091. Nomination for KALC Community Awards 2026. It was unanimously agreed to nominate Temple Ewell Newsletter in recognition of their 25 years serviced to the Village.
2526/092. Any other business.

a) The grass areas in the centre of the village have failed to be regularly maintained throughout the year so far; Clerk to contact KCC.
b) The mobile rubbish bin from St. Michael’s Care Home has again been left for long periods on London Road; Clerk to contact the Manager of the home.

c) It was agreed to provide a budget of £50 to supply additional bulbs for the embankment by Lorna’s Hairdressers. Clerk to obtain bulbs.
