Minutes of the Temple Ewell Parish Council Meeting held at Temple Ewell Lower Village Hall on Tuesday 26 November 2024, commencing at 7.15pm
2425/100. Present: Cllrs., Mrs A Newington, Dr M Parks, G Mousley, S Wilson, C Lynch, A Bateman, 

D Prescott, M Bowman. In attendance: Parish Clerk and Cllr. David Beaney.
2425/101. Apologies for absence: Cllr. E Haste.
2425/102. Declarations of Interest. None.
2425/103. Approval of Minutes of Meeting held 29 October 2024. Proposed by Cllr. Mousley and seconded by Cllr. Bateman. Unanimously approved as a true record. 
2425/104 Chairman’s announcements. Cllr. Dr. Parks read out a letter of resignation received from Cllr. Mrs Kylie Marsh due to family and work commitments following a family bereavement. Cllr. Mrs Marsh was thanked for her work with the Council and her contributions to promote issues & events on social media.
A gift presentation was then made to Cllr. Mousley who was attending his last meeting following 21 years’ service to the Parish Council, the last 6 of which were as Chairman.

2425/105. Adjournment of the meeting for Parishioners questions & comments. None present.
2425/106. Reports from Dover District Councillors. Cllr. Beaney advised of bus route changes including the introduction of the Dover Fasttrack service. There was no impact on services within Temple Ewell. Unlike in previous years, there will be no pre-Christmas free parking in District Council owned car parks.
2425/107. Report from County Councillor David Beaney. KCC are currently working on their 2025/26 budget which will include resolving issues related to a significant funding deficit.
2425/108. Reports from Committees.

Allotments – No report.
Events - Preparations for the Christmas Lights Event – the tree and decorations are due to be put in place on Thursday 28 November and preparation for the event on 1 December will commence at 4.30pm.
Finance – The Draft Budget for 2025/26 was discussed and approved, which includes a Precept increase of 5% and use of up to £35,000 of Reserves to improve the drainage and surface of the car park at Dragon Wood. Details of the budget and precept increase will be posted on social media once approved by DDC. 
Social Media – Facebook – the top post with 1376 views relates to the advertising of the Christmas Lights Event. Viewing of the Website pages reduced from 334 in October to 168 in November to date. 
Planning There were no applications reviewed between this and the previous Parish Council meeting. 
2425/109. Reports from the Clerk.

a) Highways Improvement Plan. KCC are still reviewing the possible installation of speed cushions on London Road.
b) Licensing Agreement for the maintenance of the embankment adjacent to Lorna’s Hairdressers. KCC have yet to issue the Licence, albeit the revised plan has been approved. A variety of bulbs will be purchased with the aim of brightening up the embankment in the Spring.
c) Dragon Wood Car Park. Quotations costing £53915 & £61361 had been received. In the absence of Grant funding, it was agreed that further quotations would be sought that had items such as kerb installation removed together with a lesser density tarmac surface. Contributions would also be sought from village organisations that will benefit from the significant improvements to this facility.
d) Local Police & Crime Report. New Neighbourhood PC David Ansley hopes to attend our January meeting. He has already been active in issuing Section 59 warnings to off-road nuisance bikers in the Dover Downs & River area. Just 3 Crimes were reported in Temple Ewell in September.
2425/110. Planning Decisions by Dover District Council. 
24/00420 – Erection of single storey conservatory & porch, The Stables, Bushy Ruff, Temple Ewell. Granted.
2425/111. Planning Applications from Dover District Council

24/01029 – Crown reduction of Lime Tree at 5 Park Road, Temple Ewell. It was unanimously agreed to raise no objection to this application.
2425/112. Planning Enforcement notifications. 
ENF/24/00187 There was no legal requirement for the change of land use as it remained agricultural.
ENF/24/00178 Erection of porch at 2 Church Hill. KCC investigation is ongoing.
ENF/24/00213 Incomplete landscaping at Forge Villas, London Road. DDC investigation is ongoing.
ENF/24/00348 Erection of metal fence & CCTV cameras at Kearsney Campsite, Kearsney Avenue. This investigation was raised by DDC on 22 November.
2425/113. Approval of payments & Bank reconciliation for October 2024. These were proposed by Cllr. Bateman and seconded by Cllr. Wilson and unanimously approved.
2425/114. Establishment of a Speedwatch Group. Kent Police have acknowledged the application and have requested details of proposed monitoring sites which require a risk assessment to be completed. Online safety awareness training will need to be completed by Cllrs. Prescott, Parks, Wilson & Nigel Newington.
2425/115. Nominations for Kent Association of Local Councils Community Award 2025. A couple of potential nominations were discussed; however it was agreed to post details of the criteria and to seek parishioner nominations via social media, and a decision made at the next Parish Council meeting.
2425/116. Any other business.

a) Cllr. Mousley thanked Councillors for his gift and expressed his opinion that the Parish Council was in good hands going forward.

b) Evidence was shown of damage to the embankment adjoining the St.Michael’s track leading to the allotments caused by agricultural vehicles. This would be monitored closely as the embankment is owned by the Madeline Watson Allotments Charity. The application for a new access point to the fields adjoining the allotment further along London Road is now subject to an appeal lodged with the Planning Inspectorate.
c) Volunteers were thanked for the recent completion of improvements to the steps within Dragon Wood which have seen the timbers replaced and type 4 aggregate used to infill between the steps.

d) Complaints have been received regarding the storage of commercial mobile waste bins used by St. Michael’s Care Home on London Road which are blocking on-road parking and potentially an environment health concern. DDC Environmental Health Department are currently investigating.
