Minutes of the Temple Ewell Parish Council Meeting held at Temple Ewell Lower Village Hall on Tuesday 25 July 2023, commencing at 7.15pm
2324/044 Present: Cllrs. G Mousley, Ms R Horton, S Davies, Mrs A Newington, Mrs K Price, 
C Lynch, Dr M Parks, D Prescott.

2324/045. Apologies for absence: Cllrs. Mrs L End, 
2324/046. Declarations of Interest. None
2324/047. Approval of Minutes in relation to the meeting held 27 June 2023.
The minutes were adopted as a true record. Proposed by Cllr. Parks and seconded by Cllr. Mrs Newington.
2324/048. Chairman’s Announcements. None.

2324/049. District Councillor’s Reports. None received.
2324/050. County Councillor’s Report. No Report received.
2324/051. Adjournment of meeting for Parishioners’ questions and comments.
The Parish Council were thanked for their support to Temple Ewell Primary School Sports Day & Fete.
2324/052. Complaints regarding George & Dragon Car Park and parking of KCC Mobile Library.

A complaint had been received regarding the mobile library parking on the opposite side of the road to the complainant’s driveway making entry/exit more difficult. The photos provided indicate that the vehicle was legally parked. It has been explained to the complainant that there are now no other suitable locations that are regularly available for the library to park near to the centre of the village.
There has also been a complaint regarding a woman believed to be from a nearby property who tried to stop a car from using the George & Dragon Car Park when dropping off her child to school*. The complainant also expressed concern at the number of vehicles regularly parked that prevented parents dropping-off children to school from using this facility. It was agreed to post a reminder on the Parish Council Social Media sites and TE Newsletter that the Car Park is available for public use for short term parking. * It has subsequently been confirmed that the car park was full at this time.
2324/053. Reports from Committees.

Allotments – No report.
Events – Footpath Walk – Sunday 17 September. Cllr. Mrs Newington to confirm provision of after event tea by Temple Ewell WI. Clerk to advertise the event in early September. Next year’s Summer Event was discussed with consideration to be given to combining the School Fete with the Rock for Rog concert and also involving the Church of St. Peter & St. Paul in an all day event.
Finance – Review of Quarter 1 Income & Expenditure v Budget – summary attached. 
Social Media – Top Facebook post engagement in the previous month were “Dangerous Dog alert” (702), KWT Dung Beetle workshop change (226) and Trading Standards Amazon electrical product recall (68). 
Planning – There were no applications reviewed between full Parish Council meetings.
2324/054. Reports from the Clerk.

a) Highways Improvement Plan. The 20mph roundels on High Street/Lower Road have been repainted. Possible traffic calming measures on London Road are currently with KCC Highways Planning & Advice Team. Clerk will continue to chase a response from KCC Highways. 
Cllr. Lynch proposed alterations to the Alkham Road/London Road junction to improve sight lines and thereby reduce the risk of accidents and improve matters for pedestrians crossing the road. Clerk to review plans with Cllr. Lynch and liaise with KCC Highways & DDC Draft Local Plan Team.
b) KALC Dover Area Meeting 26 July 2023. The Clerk will attend this meeting at Guston Village Hall.
c) May Crime update. A total of 7 offences were reported including 4 violent/sexual offences, 2 cases of Theft and one of Criminal Damage/Arson. Additionally on 14 July the theft of phone was reported. Clerk to contact PC Chenery to see if more information can be provided on the various violent/sexual offences and seek his attendance at the next Parish Council meeting.
d) King George V Playing Field. A further quote is awaited for the repair of 2 pieces of equipment and replacement/refurbishment of safety matting totalling £8245. Some funding grant schemes are available, but only towards the purchase of new equipment. Amey Group have nearly completed the footpath installation: estimated costs £2300 plus VAT.
e) Meeting with Temple Ewell Newsletter. This took place on 20 July. They confirmed that fundraising events were more difficult, albeit the annual Quiz will continue. They are considering establishing a “Just giving” page for donations. TE News will confirm their annual grant request immediately after their AGM in October – likely to be a repeat request for £600. They emphasised their continued importance as a link to other local community groups.
2324/055. Planning Applications and Decisions. None.
2324/056. Approval of Payments and Bank Reconciliation for June 2023. Approval proposed by Cllr. Mrs Price and seconded by Cllr. Davies. Unanimously approved.

2324/057. Any other business.

a) King George’s Field new footpath. Given the estimated cost of around £2300 and the DDC Grant received towards this of £2200 it was no longer deemed appropriate to associate the Middlebrook bequest (£5000 in February 2022) with this project. It was agreed that the bequest be used to cover the cost of revitalising the play area and installing a new bench in her honour.
b) There have been several reports of dangerous dogs attacking humans and other dogs at Lousyberry Woods off Egerton Road. This has been reported to DDC (who will provide regular dog warden patrols) and Kent Police who should be called via 999 should a further incident occur.
c) Vegetation on the railway embankment adjoining Lower Road/Manor view is encroaching on the path/carriageway and needs cutting back. Clerk to report to Network Rail.
d) Small branches from trees believed to be dead/dying adjoining Lower Road (some based within Kearsney Manor) continue to fall into the road/onto vehicles in high winds. KCC (Ref.731467) advised on 3 July that they have again attended the area and are in discussions regarding the remedial work required. Clerk to chase an update on progress.

e) The road sign at the Alkham Road end of Lower Road is obscured by vegetation from an adjoining property. Clerk to speak with homeowner and ensure sign is visible.

f) Proposed new signage for King George’s Field Play Area. The current inaccurate sign which is a potential danger to children is to be removed and replaced by new signs to be ordered by the Clerk.

g) The Planning sub committee are to seek a site meeting at The Railway Bell to confirm details of the proposed London Road frontage and seek relocation of the Parish Noticeboard and installation of a litter bin near to the Bus Stop. Clerk to arrange date/time of site visit.
h) The lower section of the Green Lane pathway was now overgrown with vegetation and the surface slippery. Clerk to contact KCC to seek remedial work to make it safer for pedestrians.
