Minutes of the Temple Ewell Parish Council Meeting held at Temple Ewell Lower Village Hall on Tuesday 20 January 2026 commencing at 7.15pm
2526/120. Present: Cllrs. Dr. M Parks, A Bateman, S Wilson, C Lynch, M Bowman, Mrs A Newington.

2526/121. Apologies for absence: Cllrs. Dr. L Schoeb.
2526/122. Declarations of Interest. Item 2526/128 – Cllr. Bateman produced the plans for the application.
2526/123. Approval of Minutes of Meeting held 25 November 2025. Proposed by Cllr. Wilson & Seconded by Cllr. Bateman. Approved as a true record. 
2526/124. Chairman’s announcements. None.
2526/125. Adjournment of the meeting for Parishioners questions & comments. None present.
2526/126. Reports from Committees.

Allotments – No report.
Events – Christmas Lights Event – Thanks given to those that assisted on the day and helped put up and remove the tree & lights. There were pros & cons of holding most of the event indoors; it was agreed to book the Village Hall for 6 December and that a final decision on the location of the event for this year would be taken nearer the date of the event.
It was also agreed to organise an Easter Egg Hunt event again this year: it will be held at King George’s Playing Field on either Saturday 4 or Sunday 5 April.

Finance – Quarter 3 expenditure totalled 92% of the annual budget (income 101%), however the end of year position is anticipated to be 103% (income 102%) and therefore very close to the budgeted figures.  
Social Media – Facebook – 2719 views of request not to block entrance to King George’s Playing Field & 2499 views of the Christmas Lights Event advertisement. Website had 383 viewings during December & 476 in November (average also 454 for the last 6 months).
Planning – No applications reviewed since last meeting.
2526/127. Reports from the Clerk.
a) Local Police & Crime report. October 5 offences reported, November 8 offences; these included 8 Violence or Sexual offences in 7 different locations. Clerk to chase PC Ansley for further information on these crimes.
b) London Road Bus Shelter replacement. DDC have confirmed that the insurance claim has been accepted by Stagecoach; they are now awaiting payment before arranging replacement of the shelter.
c) Removal of abandoned van at Dragon Wood Car Park. This was removed in late December.
d) Abandoned vehicle opposite Alkham Road junction with London Road. The Police have confirmed that no action can be taken at present as the vehicle meets all legal requirements and is not causing obstruction to the road. 
e) Highway Improvement Plan – pavement installation request at junction of Kearsney Avenue/London Road. DDC have investigated the Railway Bell redevelopment planning application and have advised that the request for this paving installation was omitted by KCC. KCC Highways have now therefore been asked to draw up plans for this work to be completed.
f) Repairs to Church Hill Car Park. This has been delayed due to staff sickness and poor weather conditions; it is hoped the works will be undertaken during the week commencing 26 January.
2526/128. Planning Applications from Dover District Council. 
a) 25/01361 Addition of pitched roofs and balcony to pool house at 36 Church Hill, Temple Ewell. It was agreed that as the works would predominantly bring improvements to the existing site; no comments would be made regarding the application.
2526/129. Planning Decisions by Dover District Council.
a) 25/01161 Erection of porch & replacement garage, 85 Templeside, Temple Ewell – Granted.
b) 25/01187 Replacement garage & workshop, 92 London Road, Temple Ewell – Granted.
2526/130. Approval of Payments & Bank reconciliation for November & December 2025. These were proposed by Cllr. Bowman and seconded by Cllr. Bateman. Unanimously approved.
2526/131. Proposed road restrictions to 7.5 tonnes on Alkham Valley Road and Lower Road/High Street, Temple Ewell. Alkham Parish Council (like Temple Ewell Parish Council) have had proposed road restrictions for HGV’s refused by KCC Highways. Alkham P.C. have now gained support from KCC Councillor, Paul King & local MP, Mike Tapp. They are now asking for other nearby Parish Councils to jointly pursue this request with KCC Highways.
Councillors agreed that restricting vehicles to below 7.5 tonnes would not be practical, particularly along Alkham Road, however if it were possible to ban articulated HGV’s then this would be supported. 
2526/132 Any other business.

a) Issues were raised regarding the adverse impact on wildlife of strong night-time external lighting from several buildings within the village, including the school, the village hall clocktower and a property in Templar Road. It was agreed to contact those property owners involved and publish external lighting regulations on social media.
b) There are continued issues with rainwater from Egerton Road flooding across London Road. It was believed that additional drains are needed to be installed at the bottom of Egerton Road (which has no drainage) to prevent this issue. KCC to be contacted.
