Minutes of the Temple Ewell Parish Council Meeting held at Temple Ewell Lower Village Hall on Tuesday 25 February 2025, commencing at 7.15pm
2425/140. Present: Cllrs., Mrs A Newington, Dr M Parks, S Wilson, C Lynch, E Haste, M Bowman, Mrs L Schoeb. In attendance: Parish Clerk, 2 members of the public.
2425/141. Apologies for absence: Cllrs. Prescott & Bateman, County Cllr. Beaney.
2425/142. Declarations of Interest. None.
2425/143. Approval of Minutes of Meeting held 28 January 2025. Proposed by Cllr. Wilson and seconded by Cllr. Lynch. Unanimously approved as a true record. 
2425/144. Chairman’s announcements. None.
2425/145. Adjournment of the meeting for Parishioners questions & comments. Nicholas Robbins advised that Temple Ewell Primary School would be undertaking an art competition for VE Day; the prize presentations (WH Smith vouchers) would be made by the Parish Council in the afternoon of 8 May. The art works would be completed by 25 March and would be reviewed by Parish Councillors Mrs Newington, Dr. Parks & Bowman from 5pm on 2 April.
2425/146. Reports from Dover District Councillors. None received.
2425/147. Report from County Councillor David Beaney. No report received.
2425/148. Reports from Committees.

Allotments – No report.
Events – Cllr. Bowman reported that the Easter Egg Hunt would take place on Saturday 19 April. The event would be advertised shortly. It was agreed that a parishioner of relevant age would be sought to light the beacon at King George’s Field as part of the VE Day anniversary celebrations. In addition, relevant music would be provided and Rev. Parrish contacted to see if the church bells can be rung and if he could conduct the remembrance speech in line with the national tribute. 
Finance – No report.
Social Media – Facebook had 1118 views in the last month, 382 of those viewed the “No Dogs within King George’s Field” page. Viewing of the Website pages was 163 in line with the 6 monthly average.  
Planning – No applications reviewed since last full Parish Council meeting.
2425/149. Reports from the Clerk.
a) Dragon Wood Car Park – it is anticipated that the works will be undertaken during early April.
b) Local Police & Crime Report – 7 crimes reported during December including criminal damage at Kearsney Abbey & Scotland Common.
c) King George V Playing Field- it was agreed that Cllr. Lynch would produce a plan for the embankment and bench area by the school rear gate.
d) Kent County Council Devolution update – the Government has declined the KCC application and therefore elections for County Councillors will take place in May. The government minister stated that there were concerns regarding the size of population disparity between the two proposed constituent members of the proposed Kent & Medway Combined County Authority.
2425/150. Planning Applications from Dover District Council

a) 25/00098 Hot Toddy, 183 London Road, Temple Ewell – alterations to front porch. No objections to be raised.
b) 25/00100 13 Church Hill, Temple Ewell – single storey rear extension & other alterations. No objections to be raised.
c) 25/00140 1 Mill Cottages, Brookside, Temple Ewell - side & rear extension. No objections to be raised.
2425/151. Planning Decisions by Dover District Council. 24/01255/56 – refurbishment of bridge & boathouse at Russell Gardens – Granted. 
2425/152. Planning Enforcement notifications. 
ENF/24/00178 Erection of porch at 2 Church Hill. The KCC meeting scheduled for early February was postponed by the homeowner and is being re-arranged.
2425/153 Approval of Payments & Bank reconciliation for January 2025. These were proposed by Cllr. Mrs Newington and seconded by Cllr. Wilson and unanimously approved.
2425/154. Temple Ewell Speedwatch Group. Online training has been completed by 3 members with a further 3 still to complete. A live trial will then be arranged.
2425/155 Pruning of trees in Dragon Wood. Two quotations from local tree surgeons have been requested. One for £685 has been received. It was agreed that if this was the lower quote then the trimming of the 70-foot-high tree could proceed.
2425/156. The Great British Spring Clean. Given that litter picking forms part of the village handyman’s role, it was decided not to arrange a specific event. However, the Clerk is to contact the Nursing Home in Wellington Road regarding regular litter in that area, and also KCC Highways regarding trimming back of the footpath area between the village gateway and Woodville Hall.  
2425/157. Restoration of River Dour. Letter received from River Parish Councillor Michael Innes asking whether Temple Ewell Parish Council would join the established partnership linked to the management of the River Dour. This was agreed in principle, however further information is to be sought, possibly through a presentation at the Annual Parish Meeting.
2425/158. Speaker for Annual Parish Meeting on 29 April. It was suggested that a presentation regarding the restoration of the River Dour would be helpful. A member of the public also suggested Rev Ian Parrish who had been heavily involved with local tree restoration projects. 
2425/159. Any other business.

(a) A section of the meadow at the top of Manor View has been fenced off. Councillors sought information regarding the reason for this.
There being no other business, the meeting closed at 8.10pm.
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
